Technical Analysis

attribute. As a creator, his vision for chance creation is strong. Stylianou excels at breaking defensive lines 
through both precise progressive passing and aggressive ball-carrying. Our assessment highlights his 
decisiveness in final third actions, where he is consistently looking to influence play with quick bursts of 
creativity. He is equally comfortable progressing play centrally or drifting wide into pockets of space to 
isolate defenders. 
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Tactical Understanding 

Stylianou profiles as a mobile attacking playmaker suited to systems that prioritize positional flexibility 
and fluid build-up (e.g., 4-2-3-1, 4-3-3). He is highly effective at positioning himself between the lines of 
opposition units. On the ball, he acts as a direct creator and vertical threat. Off the ball, he possesses strong 
awareness and can intelligently slot into defensive shapes, often operating as a second striker in a 4-4-2 
setup. However, his defensive contribution is noted to be more reactive than proactive, preferring to 
activate when the ball enters his immediate zone rather than maintaining a constant high press. 

Physical Profile 

Physically, Stylianou possesses elite short-distance explosiveness, allowing him to gain instant separation 
in the initial phases of movement. He consistently wins acceleration duels, particularly when driving with 
the ball. While his top-end speed over long distances is less dominant, he remains highly competitive. 
Though not possessing outstanding brute physical strength, his balance and ability to use his frame to 
shield possession while dribbling under pressure are advanced for his age. Overall, his physical profile 
perfectly supports a direct and expressive playing style. 

Mental & Game IQ 

Stylianou demonstrates sophisticated positional awareness, excelling at identifying and occupying spaces. 
He is actively involved and communicates well with teammates to organize play. His confidence is evident 
in his willingness to demand the ball at all times. The primary area for development is psychological 
maturity; specifically, controlling emotional reactions toward teammates following mistakes. Refining 
composure and emotional control will be crucial for his successful transition to higher senior levels. 

Recommendation & Future Outlook 

Stylianou’s current production level at the U19 tier is high, earning widespread praise within his club. His 
ceiling is projected toward stepping into a higher competitive environment, subject to increased 
consistency and decision-making refinement against advanced tactical schemes. 

Over the next 6-12 months, the immediate developmental objective must be establishing himself as a 
reliable and influential attacking option within the Nea Salamina senior squad, prioritizing consistent 
senior minutes to acclimatize to game intensity and demands.
